SOS – Support Our Sisters 
 

 In the United States, we usually think of Advent and Christmas as a time of love and 

family, within a safe comfortable house.  However, in our nation and world, December and 

January may be times when you are vulnerable, subject to abuse, and wondering where 

you might find a place of love and acceptance. We hope that in this season of Advent 

(waiting for a Savior to come), you consider the young women in Tanzania who are often 

marginalized by culture, tradition and systems that leave women voiceless. A faithful 

response is needed from us to help protect and educate women, give them life skills and 

enable them to become leaders. 

 Three organizations come to mind which can help deliver our faithful response: the 

MaaSae Girls Lutheran Secondary School, Empowered Girls, and Eripoto, all in the 

Arusha area of Tanzania. All three of these organizations are on the itinerary for a visit by 

our global mission travelers in the spring of 2025.

The MaaSae Girls Lutheran Secondary 

School is a residential place of education 

for girls of secondary school age. The 

school offers sponsored year-round refuge 

for girls’ education and development of life 

skills. 

Empowered Girls teaches life skills and 

health and uses fun activities to build confidence and equip them to take control of their 

lives and make good decisions. 

Eripoto is dedicated to education, protection of 

women and girls (including sheltering victims of 

domestic violence), and advocacy for economic 

opportunities for young women.
