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Financial Results and Discussion – February 2026 
Operating Performance: February income was $149,262, $4,135 or 
2.8% above budget. Operating expenses were $85,464, $4,934 or 
5.5% below budget. We finished February with a $63,798 surplus, 
compared to a budgeted surplus of $54,729. The graph below presents 
our operating cash balance shown against our monthly cash requirement 
January - December.
